Student Attendance

Regular attendance at school is fundamental to your
child’s learning. Consistent attendance and participation
are essential for your child’s social and academic learning.
As parents or legal guardians of an enrolled child, you are
responsible under the School Education Act 1999 to
ensure the attendance of your child at school every day. It
is important to assist your child’s achievement and
learning by making regular school attendance a priority in
your child’s life.

The Department of Education expects that students
maintain a minimum, satisfactory attendance rate of 90%.
Attendance rates below 90% are considered ‘at risk’.

We understand that illness may cause a student to be
unwell and obviously affects their individual rate of
attendance. In circumstances where a child is unwell and
is not able to attend, please communicate this with the
school. You may email the child’s teacher, phone the
office, write a note or verbally inform your child’s teacher.
The reason for the absence is then recorded on our
database, as an ‘explained’ absence from school. If you
have any questions or queries regarding attendance,
please speak to your child’s teacher or a member of the
administration team.
